Present Market Conditions
  

There are 15 Sabino Mountain homes for sale with 
prices ranging from $299,900 - $1,695,000. This is the 
highest number of homes for sale at Sabino Mountain 
in the quite some time. 
        
The 2009 market conditions revealed that the high-
end market is having greater difficulty in selling than 
previous years. Additionally, expensive homes that 
have sold in the Foothills reveal hefty discounts from 
previous years. Only two Sabino Mountain homes 
over a million sold last year--one for 1 million and one 
for $1,250,000 (this one my sale). Both sold at the 
beginning of 2009. The price range of $500,000 - 1 
million has been hit almost as hard as the high- end 
homes. The price range $450,000 and below is 
showing very positive signs of stabilizing, and homes 
priced competitively sell quickly.
        
                

Last year 9 Sabino Mountain homes sold. 
Three homes have already sold this year. The 
sales prices of the 2010 sales are: $375,000, 
$439,000 (   4128 N Sunset  Cliff 
Place) and $900,000.  Last year's sold prices 
ranged from $323,500 to $1,250,000.(

 $1,250,000). There are 2 
homes under contract with  list prices of 
$439,000 and $655,000.  
                
Many homes that sold in 2009 had multiple 
price reductions; the few that were priced 
competitively, sold quickly. This year it is 
important that Sabino Mountain sellers try to 
price their homes correctly, right from the start!
